When Lulo first opened eight years ago, our primary focus was almost entirely represented by

artists with educational backgrounds in metalsmithing and work made with precious metals.

The process of discovering beautiful designs in materials other than precious metals, along with
the appreciation we observe in our customers, when viewing unique and experimental work - has
resulted in a jewelry collection equally represented with alternative materials.

We want to highlight a few of the artists whose ability to transform the traditional usage of

material to a completely new purpose, and still maintain the qualities intrinsic to exciting design.

Below are examples of materials such as zippers, pantyhose, legos, plastic, silicone and

horsehair transformed into wearable jewelry pieces.
